In addition, another 14 completed 2 events and 30 attended 1 event.  That's 50 boats in total!  Congratulations 

to all for participating, we hope to see more qualifiers next year.  Just think, all you have to do to get your 

hands on the trophy is to sail in 3 or more regatta's... and beat Champ! 

In case anyone has missed previous updates, the regatta series was initiated to encourage participation in the 

6 events across the district.  To qualify, each skipper has to sail in 3 or more regattas, after which the best 3 

results are used to calculate the overall score by the Cox - Sprague system (which accommodates different 

numbers of competitors in each race).  Just so that no-one can keep track, a final complication is to rank order 

only the in-district boat positions before doing the calculation.
